5th—This week we will finish investigating the causes of the 

American Revolution and  cover some of the major battles.  We 

will then discuss how America expanded into the west. 

6th—We will  be continuing to study Ancient China for the next 

few weeks. Students will be analyzing the impact of different 

dynasties. Students will also be introduced to a few of the reli-

gions in this region.  

7th—We will be wrapping up our investigation of the causes of 

the American Revolution through primary sources. I plan on 

having an open note assessment on Wednesday. We will then 

start our US Constitution unit,  

8th—Next week we will be studying the stock market and differ-

ent investment options. Student are working in teams to prepare 

for the Stock Market Game.
