 Doug Ess with Glass and Shuffett Ltd. Auditing Firm proceeded to discuss the 2006-07 Audit. His discussion included a review of the District Financial Records along with the estimated operating expense per pupil ($5,963) and estimated per capita tuition charge ($5,214). He also reviewed the Balance Sheet from the districts accounting program with Board Members. The district received a score of 3.90 for the 2007 Financial Profile Recognition. The 3.9 from a possible score of 4.0 was due to the limited amount of Days Cash on Hand. The State recommends 180 days and the district has 160 as of this audit.
Mr. Ess also discussed the new state requirement for an independent accountant to oversee the districts books prior to the auditing firm conducting their audit. 

Pat Henrichs, Music Director updated the Board of Education on her Band/Chorus Program for the 2007-08 school year.
