Only 80 school districts out of 872 received this award. The Board of Education thanked the teachers and staff for their hard work in attaining this recognition.

Mr. Weber also brought to the attention of the board that Mr. Carl Diesen, Maintenance Supervisor met with Stalker Flooring in regards to the newly refinished gym floor. Mr. Diesen and the Stalker Representative both felt the finish was unacceptable so the company will be out in the spring to strip the wax and reseal the floor.
