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Security

We are nearly done with our entire security project.  The doors now have number key pads on the three main entrances.  Cameras with intercom are being installed at the doors to Walnut Street and the parking lot.  To access the building you will need to enter a Personal Identification Number (PIN) code or use the intercom to call the office for Michelle or Linda to release the door locks.  Groups that regularly use the facilities will be issued a PIN code and they will allow their group entrance to the building (no propping doors open).  Other groups that use the building less regularly will be given an access code that permits them to enter for a limited period of time.  The door lock mechanisms record which PIN entered the building at what times.  The cameras have a recording device that maintains a record of who was visible to the camera.  All other outside doors will have new key hardware that will not allow for access to the building; exiting those doors for emergencies will still be possible.

We recognize these actions initially will not be convenient for our parents but believe they are essential to assure the safety of our children at all times they are within the building.
